We are encouraging independence in Foundation, with the children coming into class by
themselves. A teacher will be at the door to welcome your child each morning, please
don't hesitate to message us on Class Dojo or through email if you have a concern over
your child or a worry about anything. We are available after school most days.
Unfortunately, as we are in class from 8.30am onwards, it is difficult for us to talk to
parents in the morning but we do make time to read your messages and emails in the
morning. Can we please also remind parents that if they need to come onto the school
premises after 8.50 in the morning, they need to report to reception and obtain a
visitors pass. It is of the upmost importance that we know of every adult on site to keep
our children safe.
